Regarding Discipline: Parents will be notified immediately if children are interrupting class or
violating rules established by teacher and class.

Parents of students being retained will be directed to park and wait instead of
holding up the carpool line. If disruption by the student continues, parents may be asked to
attend class with their child or the child may be removed from class.
